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| believe that most of our K2 and K3 parents are familiar with these booklets.
And yes, they are the booklets English Fun given to our K2 and K3 students. These |
booklets are collections of the vocabularies that children learn during their time at
AOGKG. The vocabularies are accompanied by colorful pictures and sample sentences
to illustrate the meanings of the words. They are designed with our students in mind.

These booklets are intended to be a resource to improve our students’ grasp of
English. Students may open the booklets and refresh their memory of what they have learned
in class. More importantly, the booklets help parents to get involved in their children’s English
learning. Parents are encouraged to go over the booklets together with their children. They
could read the words and the sentences out loud. They could try to put the words and the
sentences to work in their daily life. It takes practice to learn a language well. English Fun help
parents and children to practice at home.

K1 parents might wonder why these booklets are not given to their children. It is because K1 children
are new to our school. They have so much to adjust to and learn in their first school year. They are meeting
new teachers, making new friends, getting used to new routines, overcoming separation from parents
or caregivers, developing their fine and
gross motor skills, and so on. Simply
put, we would like our K1 children
to be able to make a good transition
to kindergarten life first. In-depth
learning of a second or third language
will begin in K2.
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
